The judge’s citation said: “Crucially, the company recognises it takes a new starter six months to be fully competent in their new role.

“It's remarkable that many of their key members of staff originally started as apprentices. In this industry, new versions of their software are released every month, so training is vital if staff are to understand their real-world application, the problems businesses are facing and how the new features will assist them.”

As a service-orientated business it is their ability, experience and knowledge that helps set us apart from the competition, so investing in their development and training from day one makes perfect sense.
